The Advanced Placement Program (AP) gives high sahdehss the opportunity to pursue college level
studies while still in high school with the possibility of receiving college credit upon entering college if they
score at a certain level on the AP examinatioBgaminations in a variety of subject areas administered in
May. Over 2,100 colleges may receive the grades and use them as the basis for granting credit and/or
placement to entering students.
